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2024-2025 Year in Review

This past fiscal year was full of energy and growth at the Bloomfield Public Library! The library welcomed new
staff, new board members, and more than 200 new patrons inside. The library received a fresh coat of paint, a
teen room makeover, and upgraded plumbing - including an
ADA-compliant drinking fountain and new faucets. Outside, improvements to our outdoor space made the
library even more inviting.

This was also the year the library redefined its mission. The Board of Trustees worked to craft a new mission
statement, vision, and core values, ensuring that the library is not only a place for reading and learning, but also
for gathering, growing, and connecting. These guiding principles will shape the library’s development as a true

community hub.

Program participation reached record-breaking levels. Bloomfield Public Library hosted 460 programs - nearly
100 more than last year - with over 3,300 altendees, marking the most successful year since pre-covid times.
Highlights included a hands-on charcuterie class, Betsy’s beloved craft nights, traveling story times, and
informative workshops on topics like estate planning and Medicare enrollment.

The library’s commitment to community involvement is stronger than ever. Library staff enjoyed meeting
residents at events such as the Ionia Fall Festival, Holiday Tree Lightings, Concerts in the park, and local school
open houses. The library is proud to collaborate with organizations including: The East Bloomfield Rotary, The

East Bloomfield Historical Society, The Lions Club, The Blessing Room, and many more.

As the library’s previous long range plan draws to a close, we thank the community for helping the library to
achieve many of the goals sel. Library usage has increased, the library is connecting with more patrons through
coordinated outreach efforts and collaborations, and the library property is transforming to into a wonderfully
