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About the 2026-2027 Budget

2026-2027 Budget Increase
The Bloomfield Public Library is asking residents of the Bloomfield Central School District to vote for the
library’s 2026-2027 funding. The library is asking voters to support a $333,642 tax levy which represents a
levy increase of $7,065 from last year, a 2.16% increase.

Drivers of increased operating costs include cost of living wage increases, a rise in utility rates, insurance
premiums, and increased costs for building and property maintenance. Additionally, the library will be
participating in the NYS retirement system, which will enhance the benefits package for library employees,
improving retention. The library will also be using a combination of reserve funds and NYS construction aid to
complete structural and safety improvements to the library in the upcoming year.

Approval of the proposed budget will enable the library to continue serving the Bloomfield community in a
fiscally responsible manner, while reflecting the library mission to be a welcoming and accessible environment
and enrich the lives of patrons by providing essential resources and opportunities. The library is committed to
being an inclusive and accessible gathering space for the whole community. With the passage of this budget,
the library will continue the forward movement towards the growth and utilization of the library.
